1  Getting started

1.1  What is Mind ShoeDesign?

Mind ShoeDesign is a program developed specifically for shoe design. It allows line drawing on a

3D Last and in 2D flattening. 

These lines can be used to create parts and apply custom materials and textures. 

The final design can be output to MindCAD 3D.

1.3  Software installation

The following section will take you through all the steps to install Mind ShoeDesign on MacOS.

1.  Open the email you have just received after signing up for Mind ShoeDesign. This email will

contain your download link and your authentication code. 
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Please note: You should save the authentication code, which may be needed to authenticated your

license.

2.  Click on the Mac Download link button.

3.  You may be prompt to give your permission to download the file. Once you give permission

the download should start.
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Please note: This could vary from browser to browser, for example:

· Chrome and Safari- The download should start automatically.

· Firefox - You will be asked to save the file.

4.  After the download is complete open the *.dmg file. This should open a window on your screen

verifying the file integrity.
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5. The Mind ShoeDesign installation window will pop up.

6. From here you can open this manual or install your Mind ShoeDesign Software.

7.  To install just double-click on Install.

8. The following window will open with the indicated message.
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9. Click Continue and follow as instructed.

10.  If the installation is successful, the following message will be shown.
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Please note: As this should be your first time opening the software you will be asked to authenticate your

account.
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1.4  Account Activation

1.  Enter your email and the authentication code that was sent to you in your welcome email, along

with the download link. Then click on validate.

2. If your account has a valid subscription, you finished all the necessary steps. Have fun creating

with Mind ShoeDesign!
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2  Getting around

On Mind ShoeDesign startup window, you have two options: Create New and Open menu, located

on the top-left side of the interface.

2.1  Create New project

The software comes with a last library that you can use to start a new project.

From the Create New panel, you can select one of the lasts to start your new project, which will

serve as a base for your shoe design.

You can view the entire lasts library, or filter by type:

· Child
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· Man

· Woman

If you select woman lasts, you are able to filter by last heel type:

1. All - Shows all the available last templates for woman type

2. Low Heels - Shows all low heel lasts

3. High Heels - Shows all high heel lasts

4. Medium Heels - Shows all medium heel lasts
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· Sort the lasts by size

Additionally, you can filter the lasts by size through selecting the size range you desire to see.

2.2  Open project

On the Open panel, you can open a previously saved or worked on project.

Please note: This software only opens extension *.msd.

To open a specific project file, click on the Open File button located on the top-right corner of the

Open panel. The MacOS finder will pop up and you will be able to choose a project from any

location on your hard-drive or from an external source like a USB pen drive.

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3.1  UI - 2D Pane

The 2D Pane has a 2D view with a flattening of the Last. All the elements created on top of the

flattening (such as lines or parts) will have their counterpart 3D elements on top of the Last in the

3D pane. Every change made here will affect the corresponding elements on the 3D Last in real

time.

1. Currently Mind ShoeDesign supports the following flattening types: Lateral, Medial and

Butterfly . You can toggle between these flattening types by clicking on the respective icon

buttons located in the lower-left corner of the view. Tap on the icon to access information for

the view each icon gives you.

2. You can rotate the current flattening in 90º increments by clicking on the orientation buttons

located in the bottom-left corner. You can rotate in clockwise and counter-clockwise.

3. You can control the zoom factor using the zoom slider located in the top-right corner.
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3.2  UI - 3D Pane

In this pane, you will find a 3D view with a 3D representation of the Last and a 3D grid. 

Similar to in the 2D view, you can create elements (such as lines and parts) on top of the Last. All

the elements created on this view will have their counterparts on the flattening types (i.e. Lateral,

Medial and Butterfly) and all changes made here will synchronize in real-time with the flattening

shown in the 2D view. 

1. You can toggle between 6 available views. 

2. You can control the zoom factor using the zoom slider located in the top-right corner of the

pane.
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3.3  UI - Resizer

You can change the 2D / 3D pane sizes by dragging the resizer area located between the two

panes with the left mouse button, as shown in the image below.
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3.4  UI - Views Toolbar

On the views toolbar you have several options that allows you to organize the 2D and 3D according

to your preference inside the main interface window.

This toolbar has the following functions:

1. Hide/Show 2D and 3D 

2. Reorganize Views 

3. Swap Views 

4. Inspector 

5. Layers 

3.4.1  UI - Views Toolbar - Hide/Show 2D and 3D

You can hide or show the 2D and 3D panes using the visibility buttons.

By selecting only the 3D option on the view bar, you will have the following interface:
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By selecting only the 2D option on the view bar, you will have the following interface:

Please note: You are not allowed to have less than one View mode selected.
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3.4.2  UI - Views Toolbar - Reorganize Views

You can reorganize the views using the vertical and horizontal orientation buttons.

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4  Inspector

The Inspector is available in the top-right corner of the Mind ShoeDesign interface. To show or

hide the inspector dialog, click the Inspector button on the Views Toolbar.

Enable - Show Disable - Hide

You will be able to change objects' properties and see relevant information. 

The Inspector is a context-sensitive dialog that will change depending on the currently selected

object. You will have this dialog related to:

· The open project/document

· The selected material

· The selected part

· The selected line

· The selected sole

· The selected stencil

· The selected accessories
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4.1  Inspector - Document

When nothing is selected, the inspector will show information about the currently open document,

as in the image below. The information will be in the Properties section and Metadata section.  

· Properties

In this section, you will see the line and part count as well the name of the document in which you

can edit.

· Metadata

In this section you can add more information that you find relevant to the document, such as

Display name, Designer, Model, Size, Company and Notes. This information will appear when you

carry out a Technical File Export function.
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Furthermore, you can add additional data related to the document. 

4.2  Inspector - Material

The image below shows the inspector dialog when a material is selected in the material library. The

information will be in the Properties section and Metadata section. 

· Properties

In this section, you have the material properties such as: Output size, Name, Color Variation

Luma, Contrast, Height Position, Height Range, Hue Shift, Luminosity, Metallic, Normal

Intensity, Roughenss, Saturation, Normal Format, and Color. To see all the possibilities scroll

down on the inspector window. For further information, please go to the Material section. 
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· Metadata

In this section, you can edit information that may appear when you carry out a Technical File export,

as for example the Display name. 

Furthermore, you can add additional data related to the material. 

Please note: If you are accessing the Inspector - Material for a material that you have created on Mind

ShoeDesign, please take into account the Properties and Metadata sections are different than the one

shown previously. This is because a material created in Mind Shoedesign is not considered a PBR

material and therefore does not need the same parameters.

4.3  Inspector - Parts

The image below shows the inspector dialog when a part is selected. The information will be

divided between the Part and Material sections. 

· Part

In this section, you have the information divided between Properties and Metadata. In the

Properties, you see the part name and its offset. 
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Please note: You can change the part offset using the slide bar. 

In the Metadata, you can edit the display name of the part, or add additional data related to the

part.

· Material

In this section, you can see the properties and metadata related to the Material assigned to the

part selected. 

For additional information, please go to  Inspector - Material.
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4.4  Inspector - Lines

The image below shows the inspector dialog when a line is selected. The information will be

divided between the Properties section and the Metadata section. 

· Properties

In this section, you have the line name and the space where it was created. Additionally, you can

define the line color, width, style and the dash scale (depending on the line style) different from the

application settings. 

You can change the line space between the available options on the combox to: 3D, Butterfly,

Medial, Lateral, or XY. This field may influence the behavior of some tools as for example Line

Measurement Tool.

Furthermore, you can check the option Technical Pack if you have a specific line you would like to

visualize on the Technical File, for example a stitches line you have configure.

to include in Technical File Export. 

Please note: The default values are defined on the Application Settings. 

The changes are applied in both views.
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If the Technical file option was selected, then when Technical File Export is generated you are able

to see the two new designed lines.

The image below shows the inspector dialog when a sole is selected. The information will be

divided between the Sole and Material sections. 

· Sole

In this section, you have the information divided between Properties and Metadata. In the

Properties, you can define the sole name.
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In the Metadata, you can edit the Display name that is the default metadata for the sole.

Furthermore, you can add additional data related to the sole that will appear on the Technical File

Export on the last page.

· Material

In this section, you can see the properties and metadata related to the Material assigned to the

sole. 
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For further information, please go to Inspector - Material.

4.6  Inspector - Stencil

The image below shows the inspector dialog when a stencil is selected. The information will be

divided between the Properties section and Metadata section. 

· Properties

In this section, you will see the stencil name and other properties. You can change the stencil

Opacity, the Uniform Scaling option and the Edit mode.

Enabling the Uniform Scaling will ensure the stencil will escalate uniformly in the two axes.

Disabling it will allow the scaling to be free in the two axes.

When you have the Edit mode enabled, you can edit as for example change the size, and rotate or

move the stencil.

· Metadata

In this section, you can edit the information,for example the display name of stencil.

Furthermore, you can add additional data related to the stencil. 

4.7  Inspector - Add Metadata

Regardless the inspector context you are working with, you will have the option to add additional

information (Metadata). Please click on the icon  and define which type (text, number, color and

image) and the name and text that you desire. 

Please note: All the metadata added to the different contexts will not appear on the Technical File.
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4.8  Inspector - Accessories

The image below shows the inspector dialog when a accessory is selected. The information will be

divided between the Properties section and Metadata section. 

· Properties

In this section, you will see the accessory name and other properties. You can change the accessory

Cutoff Start, the Cutoff End option and the Category.

· Metadata

In this section, you can edit the information,for example the display name of the accessory.
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Furthermore, you can add additional data related to the accessory. 

5  Tools

On the left side of the Mind ShoeDesign interface, the main Toolbar is available. In this section you

will have the following tools:

· Selection

· Direct Selection

· Sketch Tool

· Pen

· Create Part

· Measure

· Pan

· Tumble
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5.1  Tools - Selection Tool

The Selection tool allows you to select objects, creating a blue bounding box, that lets you move,

rotate and escalate. When you select the option Direct Selection Tool, the mouse cursor will change

to . 

The same as V.

Please note: We recommend using this tool with lines that are not associated to parts already created.

The Selection Tool is able to select parts, however, does not allow to move/escalate/rotate. If you apply

these transformations to lines that serve to create parts, the parts can often be recreated but in others

cases the parts cannot. 

Take into consideration that this tool regarding the heel area may have a strange behavior on the

2D view and 3D view. Additionally, a line created on the 2D view and moved/rotated/escalated on

the 3D view is influenced/limited to their tangential line, so the behavior can be different from the

expected.

Please follow these steps to see the possibilities of this tool's actions:

1. Select the selection tool and define the bounding box (with the left mouse button) of the area

you want to change (image below) .

Please note:  If you would like to add an additional line to the bounding box, press Command and drag

the mouse cursor to that specific line (creating a 2nd bounding box). After doing this, the new line is

added.  
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2. The actions that you can use are:

a. Move - For the move action, the mouse cursor will change to . After moving the

bounding box to the area you like, click with the left mouse button to fix. 

b. Rotate - For the rotate action the mouse cursor will change to . After rotating the

bounding box to the area you like, click with the left mouse button to fix.
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c. Escalate - For the escalate action the mouse cursor will change to . After escalating the

bounding box to the area you like, click with the left mouse button to fix.
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5.2  Tools - Direct Selection

The Direct Selection tool allows you to select lines and parts. 

Hold down the left mouse button over the tool until the following options appear:

· Direct Selection Tool

· Create Line Symmetry (Not available on Toggle Sole Editor)

· Break Line Symmetry (Not available on Toggle Sole Editor)
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5.2.1  Direct Selection Tool

Allows you to see the details of the selected object (part; sole; etc.). When you select the option

Direct Selection Tool, the mouse cursor will change to  .

The same as A. 

In the case of a line, it will show the points related to the line and allows editing.

In the case of having multiple parts overlapped, clicking on top of them will select them

sequentially, starting from the part with the largest offset, eventually returning to the first one

selected.

5.2.2  Create Line Symmetry

When you select the option Create Line Symmetry Tool the mouse cursor will change to  and

it will allow you to create a line that is symmetric to the selected line. 

Please note: After the connection between the two lines has been established, all the actions (move,

rotation, etc.) when using the Selection Tool will apply to both. To change this, please see Break line

Symmetry.

5.2.3  Break Line Symmetry

When you select the option Break Line Symmetry Tool, the mouse cursor will change to  and it

will allow you to break a symmetric line between two lines. 

You just need to click with the left mouse button on one of the lines, can be the original line or the

symmetric line, and the relation is broken. 

The same as B.  

After doing this, the symmetric line is no longer golden and turns into a black line. 
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5.3  Tools - Sketch

Hold down the left mouse button over the tool until the following options appear:

· Sketch Tool

· Eraser

The customization interface is located on top of your screen. 
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Brush

Picker

Brush Size Brush Hardness Brush Opacity

· Brush library: This is where you can create new brushes and where all your brushes will be

stored.

· Color Picker: This will open a new window to allow you to pick the color of your brush
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· Brush Size: Controls the size of the brush. Enter a value between 0 and 100 or drag the slider.

· Hardness: Controls the size of the brush’s hard center. Type a number, or use the slider to enter

a value that is a percentage of the brush diameter.

· Opacity: Controls the opacity of the brush. Opacity is the extent to which something blocks light.
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5.3.1  Sketch Tool

The Sketch Tool  allows you to freely draw on you Last using customizable brushes.

5.3.2  Eraser

The Eraser Tool  allows you to erase any sketching.

5.4  Tools - Pen

The Pen Tool allows you to draw Bezier lines on the 2D flattening and on top of the 3D Last. 

Hold down the left mouse button over the tool until the following options appear:

5.4.2  Add Point

When you select the option Add Point, the mouse cursor will change to  and it will allow you to

add points on the existing lines.

The same as D.

5.4.3  Remove Point

When you select the option Remove Point, the mouse cursor will change to  and it will allow you

to remove points on the existing lines.

The same as R.

5.4.4  Mitter Point Tool

When you select the option Mitter Point, Tool the mouse cursor will change to and will allow

you to create a pointed corner on a curve line. 

The same as T.  

Please note: this option is only developed for curve lines with a minimum of 3 points.

5.4.5  Cut Line Tool

When you select the option Cut Line Tool, the mouse cursor will change to  and it will allow you

to divide an existing line into multiple lines.

This tool is possible for straight lines and curve lines. 

The same as X.  

To divide into multiple lines, please follow the next steps:

1. Select the line which you want to divide.
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2. Define the position where you want the line to be separated with the mouse cursor.

3. Select the Esc button to finish the action.

4. Select the Direct Selection Tool and verify that you have two independent lines.

To draw straight lines, please follow the next steps:

1. Position the mouse where you want the segment to begin and left-click to define the first anchor

5.4.6.2   Drawing curves

To draw curved lines, please use the following steps:

Mind ShoeDesign allows integration with Adobe Illustrator (AI), which gives you the flexibility to

design in AI and see the changes you made in Mind ShoeDesign in real-time.

1. Export

2. Import

3. Making line changes on Adobe Illustrator

4. Creating new lines on Adobe Illustrator

9.1  Adobe Illustrator Integration - Export

To make the connection to AI, you will need to complete an Export and Import process. To export

the *.svg model from Mind ShoeDesign, go to File > Export > SVG and select the file name and a

location where you wish to place the file. Click Save to finish the export.
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Please note: Take in consideration, the export *.svg file will only export the actual selected view in Mind

ShoeDesign. After import on AI, you will see the exported view, as well as the lines that belong to

the plane view, all the other lines will be discarded.
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9.2  Adobe Illustrator Integration - Import

To complete the import process, in AI open the *.svg file. To open the file, you can drag and drop

the file into AI or you can open an *.svg file from within AI, as shown below.

Select the file you wish to open.

9.3  Adobe Illustrator Integration - Changing lines

After importing the model, you can make any changes you wish to the model lines. As soon as you

save the changes in AI, those changes will also take effect in Mind ShoeDesign.

Please note: Symmetric lines will not be exported to *.svg file. To be able to export those lines, you have

to break the symmetry.

· Before changes

On the left you have AI and on the right Mind ShoeDesign.

Save those changes.
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· After changes 

The changes in Mind ShoeDesign are applied in 2D and 3D Views
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Please Note: In Mind ShoeDesign, you can set symmetric lines, where any change you make on the

main line will be applied on the symmetric line. In AI, you only have lines (no symmetric lines concept).

So if you make a change on a line in AI that has symmetry in Mind ShoeDesign, it will be applied in

both sides in Mind ShoeDesign. If you make a change inside AI on a line that is symmetric in Mind

ShoeDesign, only that line will be changed in Mind ShoeDesign. After the first change on a symmetric

line, that relation will be lost in MindShoeDesign, which means if you change the main line in AI, that

line will only be changed in Mind ShoeDesign.

If you decide to make changes on both sides of the model, Mind ShoeDesign will override the

symmetric behavior and apply those changes on the model.

9.4  Adobe Illustrator Integration - Creating new lines

With AI, you can create your own models using the flexibility of the software, enabling you to create

parallel, perpendicular and other geometry shapes allowed by this software.

After generating your own model, all the new shapes must be converted to a compound path. To

do that, you must select all the new entities generated and go to: Object > Compound Path >

Make (command + 8):
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Or after you create the new line/shape click the right mouse button and select Compound Path >

Make:
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Please note: The generated lines, as well as the shapes, must have fill property as none.
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The next steps will show a case example:

· Before Changes 

On the left you have AI and on the right Mind ShoeDesign after opening the *.svg file.
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· After Changes 

After saving the changes you made in AI,  Mind ShoeDesign will update the information. The

changes made on the model were adding a line on the toe, a star, an ellipse and a polygon. The

tools used in AI for the same sequence of generating lines were: 

1. Star tool (shape tool)

2. Ellipse tool (shape tool)

3. Polygon tool (shape tool)
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Then you can create new parts in Mind ShoeDesign for the new shapes you have generated in AI.

Please note: After generating the shapes and saving the *.svg file in AI, in Mind ShoeDesign you have

to create the parts, and adjust the offset of the new generated part according to the offset of the

previous parts.
